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Deception The act of deceiving or ticking someone
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Malicious Intent on doing harm to another
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Honour Actions or position which brings high levels of respect and esteem

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Innocence Lack of corruption or guilt. Associated with a state of not-knowing
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Experience Having been exposed to the harsh realities of the world through living; knowing and having gained knowledge

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Fantasy Imagining impossible or unrealistic things. In literature this is linked to magic and adventure
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Radiant Releasing a glowing light; shining brightly in a beautiful way

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Disorder A state of confusion or chaos; the break-down of normal law-abiding behaviour
